NURSERY is provided for children up to 5 years of age during Sunday worship services and special
church events.

If you have slight to moderate hearing loss, you may benefit from the
use of an assisted listening device. The devices serve as receivers for the church’s speaker system
transmitter. Simply place the earbud (earbuds) in your ear (ears), turn the volume control wheel to
activate the device, and adjust the sound volume for maximum comfort and listening clarity. All
devices are maintained and cleaned regularly.
