EDUCATION FOR MINISTY One of the most exciting and rewarding ministries at Christ Church is Education
for Ministry (EFM). Exciting because it offers the opportunity to explore in depth one’s faith and how that faith
manifests itself in everyday life. Rewarding because one not only gains knowledge about Scripture but also the history
of the Church and various theological perspectives.

The year three focus is on
the history of the Church going back to its beginnings. Year four allows an examination of various theological ideas.
Each of these topics also serves to lead the group into wide ranging and thought provoking discussions.

If you are looking for a way to both broaden and deepen your knowledge as well as develop deep and abiding
friendships, EFM is just for you.
